SUPERVISOR REPORT
Supervisor Boyar states “I met with the Sullivan County Youth Report and I did bring up the topic of Josh, project and we will see what that brings. I also picked up the 239 M review from the County and UDC. We completed the paper work for this year’s law enforcement paperwork contract with the NPS. The Upper Delaware Council is making funds available again for the River Clean Up and I will be asking the Board to go ahead with the River Cleanup and also apply for a Grant.
There was a meeting here last Thursday that had to with the NACL Theatre who had obtained a National Endowment for the Arts Grant two years ago for the Weather Project. They have applied for another Grant with Arts Place a private funding source and there were thousands of application and ninety finalist and the NACL is one of the ninety finalist. We met last Thursday with the representatives from Arts Place. The theme this year is Courage. They are also applying for another grant from the National Endowment of the Arts for the same topic. 
At the UDC last week there was program on bus service from Manhattan to the River Corridor on a trial basis, the bus leaves Manhattan on Friday, stop in Lumberland in Barryville, Narrowsburg and into Callicoon. 
CONSTABLE
Chief of Patrol Michael Walton states we conducted interviews for the part time position of Constable, we have twelve very strong applicants and interviewed about five.
PUBLIC COMMENT
Charles Petersheim ask if it was a miss quote or whether you believe Recusal is considered  a no vote or a vote.
Supervisor Boyar states there is no question that if you have a vote and you require three votes and you have two no votes and a recusal it is a not vote, you need three affirmative to pass a vote. A recusal counts as a no vote. As far as parking is concerning we worked hard on improving the proposed parking. I want to vote for it and I am not recusing myself.
 Charles Petersheim states I think you should recuse yourself from any parking law based on what is a very strong view on parking.
Supervisor Boyar states my view on parking has to be relaxed, there is no question in my mind that we can do better. We have come up with a far better ordinance and I support it 100% and I am going to vote yes for it.
BUILDING
Councilman Bosch said the heat at the Court House wasn’t working, called Mike Kidney replaced the pump. On Sunday there was no water at the Senior Center, Paul bypassed the valve for a
 temporary  fix but our problem is there is so much mud and silt in the water  it plugs the filter and  coating the electric eye so it goes into alarm and that has been happening for a long time.
 The Code Office just attended school this week and there are major changes to the States building code.
UDC 
Supervisor Boyar states Rick Lander contacted me about using the Town Beach for his commercial use in exchange for mowing and keeping the property up. I am bringing that to the Board, I am not too enthusiastic about it because # 1 I don’t want the Town to be involved in commercial activity, I am concerned about the liability.
Councilman Gutekunst states if you have one you have to invite them all.
Councilman Hallock states we should look into seeing if he wants to buy it.
Councilman Bosch I think we should ask for an offer.
PERSONELL
Councilman Gutekunst states   we interviewed 12 applicants for Constables we did six interviews with very good candidates.  We have three strong applications for Clerk to Assessor and will be setting up interviews.  We advertised for Youth Director and received on applicant who still has to be interviewed.
 The computer for the Clerk to the CEO blew up, we had it back up into the Cloud, and we didn’t lose any data. Also the Constables need a computer.
