Maryann will long be remembered for her commitment to the citizens of the Town of Highland her and her lifelong dedication to our community. MOTION BY Councilman Hallock to approve the March 2015 Financial Report seconded by Councilman Haas discussion motion carried all ayes.
Councilman Gutekunst remind everyone of Clean – Up Day on May 16, 2015
 Presentation by Rebecca Morabito, the Summer Youth Director states the will be doing  arts and crafts , trips to Camel Beach, Apple Ponds Farms  in Callicoon, Sand Beach .We will be having  the Yulan Fire Dept. and American Legion Ambulance come and visit. It will be run the same for the most part, kids’ ages are 5 thru 12 that are residents of the Town of Highland.  It will be from 9:00 am to noon Monday thru Thursday.

Councilman Gutekunst states in reference to Julius Robinson letter, our intention is to not lease the property.
HIGHWAY
Highway Superintendent Tom Ebers states we are going to begin paving soon.
Michael Davidoff states a few month ago the owners of 211 Mail Road submitted an application to the Planning Board to renovate and utilize the premises for a motel, lounge and restaurant. 211 Mail Road is in the R- 2 District and the Special Use Permit does permit that type of operation. Special Use Permit in Zoning Code means all you need to do is submit appropriate plans that comply with the requirement in the Zoning code of the operations of the premises along those lines.  Initially the  situation started out on the wrong foot although they submitted the application to the Planning Board for the Special Use and Site Plan approval they would not let the Building Inspector inspect the premises and  it was believed that work was being done which was in violation because there were not any building permits issued. This matter was discussed by the Board in Executive Session since it concerned possible litigation at the last meeting and I was authorized if necessary to go into court to force the applicant to comply with the Zoning Code in regard to opening up the premises for inspection and not to do any work without a building permit.  As a result of that authorization they, 211 Mail Road retained Council and their Council got in touch with me and the very next day the Building Inspector, the Chair of the Planning Board and myself went to the premises. They opened up the premises for the Building Inspector and there was work that had been done some of which was questionable if they needed a building permit or not. In order to move forward in an appropriate matter they agreed they would agree to let the Building Inspector inspect at any time and no further work without finishing their application to the Planning Board and receiving the applicable permits. They did revise their plan and submitted the revised plan to the Planning Board. The Planning Board did retain the services of Keystone Associates which is a firm that advises Towns  with application of this  type so as to be sure the plans by 211 be such that they would be in harmony for the best they could in with the fact this is in R-2 District and there are a lot of residential homes around this and the Planning Board wanted to be sure that all  the provisions of the Planning Board  which required the site plan approval and the Special Use approval were met so that the operation of the plan were minimal in regard to the residence who live around and  next to it. Keystone Associates who is Planning Board expert made certain recommendations for a further revision of the plans that were submitted by 211and Planning Board was recessed until June 3, 2015 for the submission of the revised plans to make sure they complied with our zoning laws. Dave Kuebler our Building Inspector will be making periodic inspections so the issue is off the table and they have submitted revised plans so there was no reason to go into court. We were able to get them to comply.
PUBLIC COMMENT
BUILDING REPORT
Councilman Bosch state the heat/cooling pumps were installed at the Court House and that was 100% paid for by a Grant that the Judges applied for. Paul is busy doing minor maintenance and mowing lawns.
UDC 
Debra Conway states that Congress Gibson sponsored a bill that would increase funding for river access, flood remediation and the Delaware River Basin. 
SCENIC BYWAY
Debra Conway states   the Scenic Byway wrote a letter to the NYS DOT in reference to the condition of State Route 97 and their response was we have already fill all the pot holes  and we are going to repave 3/10 of a mile in  the Town of Lumberland. Maybe the Towns should write a letter of support.
BEAUTIFICATION
Arnold Gruel states we cleaned up the park in Barryville.
CONSTABLE
Councilman Haas states the new Constable Frank DiGiani was sworn in tonight.
PERSONEL
Councilman Gutekunst states we will be advertising for a new Planning/Zoning Board Secretary and we will be appointing   two new member to the Planning Board and a Youth Director tonight.


OLD BUSINESS
Councilman Bosch states we have a proposal for a cleaning and inspection for in the amount of $472.50. They would like to do it on an annual basis, I would like to do it on a one time basis and then in two years have it done on a one time basis. They claim it would cut down on false alarms and system would be a little secure.

COUNCILMAN Gutekunst states Josh Santoro has informed us that he has received private seed money and no longer need the Towns $500.00 contribution.

MOTION BY Councilman Bosch to accept the bid from J & N Law Mowing in the amount of $4,300.00 seconded by Councilman Hallock discussion motion carried all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Hallock to appoint Jeffrey Spitz as a member of the Planning Board and Norman Sutherland as the alternate member seconded by Councilman Bosch discussion motion carried all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Gutekunst to accept that there is not any necessity to have another public hearing for the proposed Local Law # 2 because the changes are not substantial and also since the public hearing was recessed and was open the public was able to comment on the changes, seconded by Councilman Hallock discussion motion carried all aye.
MOTION BY Councilman Hallock to approve that the Town Board be the lead agency for the adoption of LL# 2-2015 in regard to Parking seconded by Councilman Haas discussion motion carried all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Bosch to declare there are no significant adverse environmental impact for the proposed LL # 2-2015 “Parking” seconded by Councilman Hallock discussion motion carried all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Gutekunst to approve the adoption of Local Law #2-2015 which would add a new definition for Publicly Accessible Floor Space to the Highland Town Code § 190-02 and to amend the Town Code §190-10 entitled Supplementary Parking Regulations in all Districts, seconded by Councilman Bosch discussion, roll call all board members present vote yes.
MOTION BY Councilman Gutekunst to approve the payment of the audited General Abstract # 5 claims 123-155 in the amount of $18,652.79 seconded by Councilman Hallock discussion motion carried all ayes.
