MOTION BY Councilman Haas to approve the April Financial Report seconded by Councilman Hallock discussion motion carried all ayes.

 Heather Jacksy  recommends that the Town Board look into the Town Zoning because at the County level we have seen so much speculation and I don’t think our zoning code  will hold up to things I see coming down the pike. It is important that our Town stays our Town.
Supervisor Boyar states we talked about the impact possibility the impact Casino Gambling might have on our Town and are we prepared with our zoning to the degree to preserve the style of life we have come accustomed to and that we seem to favor.

HIGHWAY Superintendent of Highways Tom Ebers state we are doing routine work, it’s the beginning of paving season.

Supervisor Boyar states the situation at 211 Mail Road is that there is a development going on and it is being used in a more commercial way and that is a matter that is entirely in the hands of the Planning Board   that is the way the municipal set up is, that land use control is under the jurisdiction of the Planning Board and if there are any question about the determination they go to the Zoning Board. If you had question about the 211 Mail Road situation it is a matter before the Planning Board that the Planning Board has exclusive jurisdiction over.


PUBLIC COMMENT
Charles Petersheim states I object to the fact that the  Board approves the  financial each month because you haven’t had an outside auditor or outside accountant or outside professional  look at our books since 2009, there is no way to attest the veracity of the numbers being represented.  The Board absolutely has a role to play in the 211 Mail because it is the most active building site in the Town of Highland and do not have one permit, have not submitted one plan, they have not oversight no inspections. The Town Board did the right things when they asked there attorney to file an injunction to get them to stop, I went away for a month and saw  the injunction was withdrawn , I took  a drive over there and there were seven commercial vehicles and  three lumber trucks. It is definite the most construction site and they are doing today without a building permit.
BUILDING
Councilman Bosch states the maintenance man will be repairing the door to the CEO office.
UDC
Debbie Conway states   the Flexible Flo Management Program expired on May 31 and was automatically extended for a year without any changes, despite say that there were many issues, low flow high temperatures that effected the environment and business. The technical assistance grant deadline is 08/21/15 and the next deadline for application for next year is 08/28/2015.At the next meeting July 2, 2015 the DEC and the PA Fish and Boat Commission will be there to discuss policies, practices procedures and regulations that are enforceable at the State owned access on the Upper Delaware.
SCENIC BYWAY
Carol Roig states   Heather Jacksy of Sullivan County Planning is helping update the Scenic By Way Website. There has been concern on State Route 97.

OLD BUSINESS
 Supervisor Boyar states we had twelve filing for grievances.
MOTION BY Councilman Gutekunst to appoint Doreen Sweeney to the position of Planning /Zoning Board Secretary seconded by Councilman Haas discussion motion carried all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Hallock to approve the request from 211 Mail Road LLC dba Catskill Mountain Resort and 211 Mail Road dba Wilderness Lounge for a waiver of the required thirty day notice to expedite the application process with the Liquor Authority, seconded by Councilman Haas discussion Supervisor Boyar states the Town Board does not endorse or suggest to the Liquor Authority that these approvals be granted, we are not saying they  should or shouldn’t we do not way in. but if any business would like to do business in the Town and there is a waiting  period for thirty days for public comment and generally these things are  not commented on but if somebody has something to say they have enough time to do so.  In fairness to business we are passed Memorial Day and they are in application process in my view we have done this for every liquor license in town, we have never turned down a thirty day waiting period because when they get their approval, if they get their approval they want to start doing business because the season is so short. If you say you are for economic development and you want to help business this is part of that. If they do not meet the criteria that is required with the NYS Liquor Authority you don’t get the license.
Councilman Bosch states he would like to amend to say upon the Planning Board Approval on the seventeenth of June. Motion carried as amended all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Hallock to establish team to recommend the best way to use the Historic WWI Plaque that was generously given to the Town.by Library Directors, Andrew Boyar, Frederick Bosch and Peter Carmeci to make recommendations whether plaque needs restoration or a cleaning seconded by Councilman Gutekunst motion carried all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Gutekunst to adopt Resolution # 53 -2015 to make available the coverage provided by General Municipal Law Section 209-11-b for volunteers of American Legion Ambulance, and volunteer firefighters of the Highland Lake Fire Department and Yulan Fire Department, seconded Councilman Bosch discussion motion carried all ayes.
MOTION BY Councilman Hallock to establish a River Road Property Committee to meet and determine how this Town owned property may be managed or optimum benefit to Town considering:
a.) The existing residential use are in the area
b.)  Liability and insurance issues
c.) To conduct an open meeting or Town Meeting to enable Town Residents to express their ideas and opinions.
d.) To file a report with the Town Board with recommendations for use of the property considering:

1. Compatibility with residential use on River Road
2. Liability issues 
3. Noise and parking concerns 
4. Furnish Progress Report
The temporary chair shall be Dorene Warner and the committee shall consist of one Town Board member, one member of Planning Board, one member of the ZBA and such other may be designated by the Board Recommended Members, Dorene Warner, Andrew Boyar, Michael Frey, Jules Robinson plus three more to be named, seconded by Councilman Bosch discussion motion carried all ayes.
