We have the Budget on the agenda tonight, the  public hearing  for the Fire Departments, Ambulance and the Library  Contract will be on December 13,2011 starting at 6:30 PM.
BUILDING /CODES / MULTIN MUNICIPAL TASK FORCE

Councilman Bosch state the engineers and  attorneys are bringing the road protection hearing local law work to a close, they have to hold a training session for the Emergency  Services, Constables  , Highway Superintendent CEO and Town Board. We do not have a date yet I think we should authorize Doreen to send a letter for a number of people who will go to the session.

 The  MMTF attorney is late with the environmental impact statement and hopefully they  will have it this Thursday and once we get a copy and  get  a copy to the Board to be reviewed  and then we can approve that  document and state we were a part of the SEQR  process and then the next step is to modify the title on the Road Protection Law  to say Town of Highland and ask Michael Davidoff to  draft the resolution to approve that local law  and we would have to schedule a public hearing. 
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT

Supervisor Boyar states the School did adopt its own Emergency Management Plan there will be evacuation drill of school and the Town Hall will be used.  Everyone is communicating on the internet and I am wonder if we should have wireless internet. We should talk to Tom Duplesis and ask is there any danger of any one access anything that we don’t want to access.

WTC 911 

Supervisor Boyar states we will be dedication the monuments on 11-11-2011 and we would like to propose that the   red cedar trees be eliminated and 12 foot blue spruce be put off the eaves of the building and be a gift of the 911 committee and we have a bid tonight for the security camera and the WTC Committee will pay for the camera that is on the park.  We would like to gift to the Town $1,190.40 to cover those expenses.
MOTION BY Councilman Hallock to replace the trees with two Blue Spruces seconded by Councilman Gutekunst discussion motion carried all ayes.
