SUPERISOR REPORT
Supervisor Boyar states in the River Reporter there was a story about a family that abandoned their house because of compressor station it is not a pleasant scenario.  Unfortunately the big issue I want to report on today is only a rumor but I think it is prudent to stay on guard. I am hearing of a possible acquisition of land adjoining the pipeline for that purpose, a compressor station. This may be nothing more than a rumor, on the other hand it may be true, and our zoning does not permit this type of industrial use. A compressor station is the very type of thing that our zoning was designed to protect us against, things that disturb the quiet and quality of our air. If this is true I would want the utility to know that they will have a battle on their hands.  I have every confidence in the future Town Board, Supervisor Elect Jeff Haas and the Town Attorney to fight if in effect this rumor is true. I would be the first of the citizens group to raise my voice.
